


Disciple/Discipleship/Disciple maker
DISCIPLE, n. [L., to learn.]
1. A learner; a scholar; one who receives or professes to receive instruction from another.
2. A follower; an adherent to the doctrines of another. Hence the constant attendants of Christ were called his disciples; and hence all Christians are called his disciples, as they profess to learn and receive his doctrines and precepts.

DISCIPLE, v.t. 
1. To teach; to train, or bring up.
2. To make disciples of; to convert to doctrines or principles.

This authority he employed in sending missionaries to disciple all nations.

How does Life Family Church make disciples and make disciple makers?
1. When people receive Christ at the alter they receive a book about their New Birth. 
This teaches them who they are in Christ.
2. When they receive the Baptism of the Holy Ghost, they receive a book called Why Tongues.
3. When they receive healing they receive a book on how to keep their healing.
4. We make sure all children and youth have a Bible or we purchase one for them if their parents cannot.
5. Sunday Services AM: Children are taught the Word at their level 0-15. 
Youth and adults are in the main service, hearing the Word.
6. Sunday Services PM: Children and taught the Word at their level 0-15. Everyone else is in the main service to hear the Word and learn the ways of the Holy Spirit and have their needs met.
7. Tues. Nights: Bible college Classes some can be attended for free. Others may receive a degree all the way to a PHD if desired.
8. Tues. Nights: All ages: All Church Prayer and Connect group, the Word is taught in areas needed for winning in life every day in relationships, marriage, children, money and more!
9. Sat. Soul Winning 4x’s year: Obeying the great Commission
10. Yearly Missions Trips: Obeying the great Commission
11. Yearly Seminars on special subjects: Winning in all areas of life Spirit, Soul and Body!
12. [bookmark: _GoBack]Special Speakers/Meeting during year: Men of Valor/Women of Virtue/Word & Spirit Conf.
Well-rounded teaching in all areas of the Word!
13. Internship Program: Those wanting to learn more about life in ministry.
14. Outreaches: Reaching our community with the tangible love of Christ, twice a year or more.
15. Service Teams: To fulfill the command to serve one another and God’s house where new believers can come and learn to be disciples and disciple-makers.
Followers who develop followers: World says: Leaders who develop leaders
Disciple: Disciplined person, they can walk properly before the Lord. 
To make disciples is to make disciple makers, this requires training and much mentorship!
We have observed in our years of pastoring that those who “plug” in to LCU/Missions/Serving/Soul-Winning have extensive and lasting growth in a short period of time, 12-24 months. After 25 years of ministry and observing “Discipleship” programs around the world, what God has asked us to do produces the fastest, strongest and most lasting growth in Christians, as teaching them to be disciple makers rather than just disciples takes them into their future. 
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
